The fourth British Tourism Week (BTW) takes place from 15th ς 21st March 2010. The week aims to 

raise local, regional, national and international awareness of the size, value and importance of 

Britain's £114 billion visitor economy. 

 

Participating in the week represents an opportunity to build trade, gain publicity for your pub, and 

raise awareness of the vital role pubs play in tourism and hospitality sector ς at a crucial time in the 

political calendar.  

 

A range of specific events are planned, but there is an overall structure to the week that is designed 

to encourage local and regional events to be added on ς right down to the level of local businesses 

like pubs.

Organising your own BTW event  
By organising your own event under the BTW banner, you will be raising the profile of your pub 

locally as well as contributing to the national profile of BTW.   

 

An event under the BTW banner could be something you are already doing, but by registering it as 

a BTW event on the BTW website, it helps to show that pubs are a key part of the tourism sector, 

and provides positive publicity for your pub.

These are just a few ideas, and 

there are many more activites which could showcase your pub as part of the tourism sector.

 Pub heritage event or tour: Highlight the heritage of your pub estate with some invitees for

 Special accommodation deals: BTW is a couple of weeks ahead of the Easter holidays, so 

may lend itself to a link up with an accommodation deal. 

 MP/candidate/councillor visits or briefings: This is an ideal event for pubs. Friday, 19th

 MP/candidate support: Ask your local MP, AM, MSP, PPC and councillor to log onto the 

website and pledge their support for British Tourism Week. An additional letter is also 

available to download on the BTW website.
